Dear Friends:

We will be in for a very interesting several months as a church, beginning soon.
Not to belabor the point, but—as you’ve been hearing and reading here for a
while now—the institutional “reconfiguration” of the Archdiocese will be un-
veiled in about six weeks. In truth I can report that [ haven’t any idea how this
will affect our parish. I only know what the collective pastors of our deanery
recommended earlier this year to the Archbishop’s Task Force, which in turn
renders recommendations to him directly. At either of those levels a decision
could be made either to accept or to reject a recommendation about the status of
any particular parish or school. Pastors will, I believe, not be informed about
specific decisions until the day before public announcements are made. We
have all been requested by the Archbishop to be in town on the weekend of Oc-
tober 16-17 and to be present at a clergy assembly the previous day. The one
mantra that the Archbishop has reiterated regularly over the course of the last
couple of years is that no Catholic institution will be unaffected by this. I be-
lieve him. And I’d like to add that I also believe—together with almost all of
the pastors in our St. Paul deanery—that such decisions simply have to be made.
The Archbishop is in a very unenviable situation of having to make very diffi-
cult choices about how to do ministry in a changed environment. A hundred
years ago most Catholics around here lived in cities or on farms. Today most
live in suburbs. Back then parishes and schools didn’t carry crippling debts,
either from buildings or from operations. Today very many do. (Thanks to you,
we are not one of those parishes.) Whatever happens in October, people are
going to be grieved or angered or otherwise agitated. I understand that, and I
will be among “the people” in that regard when the time comes. Let’s plan to
be kind and gentle with one another, come what may.

And speaking of agitation, you may have heard last week about the final deci-
sion to implement the revised translation of the Roman Missal in the English
speaking world, beginning in December of 2011. For most of us who are not
senior citizens (quite yet) these will be the first noticeable changes to the regular
mass prayers that we can remember, and they will be quite evident. Songs,
prayers, blessings etc. will have different words just several months from now.
This process has been underway for years, requested by the Vatican in a desire
to be more literally faithful to the Latin texts of the liturgy. (Why? [ don’t
know for sure.) There has been much conversation among many Catholic pas-
tors and scholars as to the advantage, or not, of these changes, but they’re com-
ing whether we like them or not. I’m just a little too young to have a clear
memory of the time just after the Second Vatican Council when so many liturgi-
cal and linguistic changes were visited upon the Catholic faithful in worship,
changes that caused consternation among some and delight among others. It
seems to be generally acknowledged in hindsight that a great opportunity was
lost back then to prevent angst in the pews because there was a widespread ex-
perience simply of an imposed slate of “reform” descending from authority
without sufficient articulation to the people about why such a program was help-
ful or desirable.

In my opinion, we haven’t learned very well from the past half century in that
regard.
