Dear Friends: 
 
As we ease our way into summer, life takes on a different sort of tempo.  Many of our St. C’s community are tethered to 
a calendar that is related to school institutions and activities, and so June, July, and August are decidedly different look-
ing from other months.  The people we hang around with and the places where we gather are not just the same now as 
they are in November or March.  Some of us will scatter to northern lakes and woods, and others will vacation in places 
far away from the Twin Cities.  Typically there is more discontinuity in the faces and the families that assemble week-
to-week at church.  All of which invites us to question just what it is that creates and sustains us as a coherent commu-
nity. 
 
Must we be regularly and physically present together in a place in order to be named a community?  Not necessarily.  I 
am attached to communities that are almost never physically assembled at the same place and time—my extended fam-
ily, my graduating college class, my colleagues in priesthood, my fellow members of the Minnesota Historical Society 
or of the Catholic Theological Society of America (where I’ll be in Miami next weekend, for an annual gathering).  On 
the other hand, it is difficult to speak meaningfully of community when there is little or no physical coming together 
ever. 
 
As a community that is the Roman Catholic Church we are always and everywhere knit together by our common bap-
tism, our shared dedication to building up the Kingdom of God in our time and place, our mutual conviction about who 
Jesus is and why he is essential to our world.  At one level, that which is universal about us can be celebrated just as 
fruitfully at St. Eulalia’s church (actual name) in Winchester, Massachusetts as it can here at St. C’s.  On another level, 
it gets pretty hard to speak about a “community” that is allegedly lived out always and everywhere in general but never 
and no place in particular.  I am not just a generic “Catholic” (although I am, in one sense).  I am attached to our parish, 
which is made up of real people with real lives and real stories.  I can be devoted to being with you in a way that is con-
crete and not just theoretical.  I like that…especially when summertime threatens to separate some of us for a while.  I 
hope that you too find here a “community” that has flesh and bones, and not just a shared set of commitments. 
 
Oh, and community also means, in the concrete, that all of our parish envelopes are delivered to the same address.  Sure, 
take that as a hint.
